Typoscopes

Text actually covers only a small percentage of the area of the paper it
is written on, the remainder is empty space. The use of local task light-
ing can cause glare from the reflection of the white or blank space.
Typeoscopes cover the majority of the page leaving a small window
through which to view the text. They can also be helpful in tracking
along lines of text particularly when using high powered magnifiers
which have a reduced field of view.
Our typescopes can be rotated so the viewing window can be used
horizontally or vertically.
They also have an additional narrow window to act as a signature or
addressing guide.

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The Symbol of Visual Disability

The Symbol of Visual Disability, commonly referred to as the
“shaded-eye logo”, was commissioned by the Partially Sighted
Society early in the 1980’s. It was designed by a group of art and
graphic design students at Manchester Polytechnic.

After “street-testing” a number of different designs on members
of the public in Manchester, the “shaded-eye” was the symbol that
most people recognised as indicating an eyesight problem.

Following these trials the Partially Sighted Society adopted the
design as its logo. Since its adoption the Society has used the
symbol on its lapel badges and “flash-cards” so that people have a
way of indicating that they have a visual impairment and may need
assistance.

In 1982, the International Year of Disabled People, it was accepted
by the Northern European Sector of the World Health Organisation
as the International Symbol of Visual Disability.

The Society then made it more widely available as a sign showing
that a service provider would be particularly helpful to people with
a visual impairment.

Over the last twentyfive years it has been used extensively by
the National Trust, British Rail, Government Departments, Asda,
Natwest and many organisations including other banks and
transport facilities to indicate special consideration for people with
a visual impairment.
